Okta Neue is an extended version of a more limited
Okta family, released on MyFonts in 2019.

Okta Neue inherits the best traits of Okta—great
legibility, simple geometric letters shapes, low
contrast across all styles—but also introduces what
Okta fell short of: extensive language support and
enhanced OpenType features.

Working on Okta Neue, we strove to create a
neutral typeface that would be a workhorse for
designers, typographers and other font users alike.
Building onto the familiar shapes of Okta, we tried
to make them more neutral, at the same time
preserving the unique character of the typeface.
Certain characters remained the same, others have
undergone a complete transformation, which left
them better tailored for the wide implementation
range of Okta Neue.

The size of the character set in Okta Neue was
significantly expanded (2420 vs. 600 symbols)

as the Extended Latin set was added and new
language systems (Extended Cyrillic, Greek—both
Basic and Polytonic —and Hebrew) were introduced.

The already vast Cyrillic set also includes
localized forms for such languages as Bulgarian,
Serbian and many others.

Okta Neue is OpenType friendly: it knows how to
do alternatives, contextual alternatives, switch
various between stylistic sets and adjust the
height of punctuation and symbols as you type.
Small Caps include all listed languages as well
as numerals and symbols. Okta Neue comes
equipped with various styles of numerals —from
standard Proportional Lining figures to Oldstyle,
Tabular Oldstyle. Sub- and Superscript, Fractions
and two sets of circled numbers. Okta Neue is
well-kerned with more than 3000 kerning pairs
and automatically hinted.

Okta Neue comes in 22 styles (11 uprights and

11 italics), two of which —Ultra Light and Black
Italic—can be downloaded free of charge to get a
firsthand experience of what Okta Neue is ready
to offer.

The morning after our arrival I started
out on foot in company with our arriero
in search of the Machigangas, who fish
and hunt along the river bank during
the dry season and retire to their hill
camps when the heavy rains begin.

Crossing the river in the canoe we
had used the day before, we short-
ened the return by wading the swift
Chirumbia waist-deep, and by crawl-
ing along a cliff face for nearly an
eighth of a mile. At the steepest point



After two days’ delay we left Rosalina
late in the afternoon of August 7. My
party included several Machiganga
Indians, La Sama, and Dr. W. G. Erving,
surgeon of the expedition. Mr. P. B.
Lanius, Moscoso (the arriero), and two

Here for five days we endured a most
exasperating delay. La Sama had
promised Indian boatmen and now
said none had yet been secured. Each
day Indians were about to arrive, but
by nightfall the promise was broken

At last we could wait no longer, even
if the map had to be sacrificed to
the work of navigating the canoe.
Our determination to leave stirred
La Sama to final action. He secured
an assistant named Wilson and em-

method of our Indian boatmen. It
was to run the heavy boat head on
into shallow water at one side of a
rapid and in this way “brake” it down
stream.

To save our food supply—we had
taken but six days’ provisions—we
ate yuca soup and fish and some
parched corn, adding to this only a
little from our limited stores. At last

On August 12, at 4.30 P.M., we en-
tered upon the second stage of the
journey. As we shot down the first
long rapid and rounded a wooded
bend the view down river opened up
and gave us our first clear notion of



From mountain summits in the
clouds long trailing spurs descend to
the river bank. In general the slopes
are smooth-contoured and for-
est-clad from summit to base; only
in a few places do high cliffs diversi-

A light shower fell at sunset, a typ-
ical late-afternoon downpour so
characteristic of the tropics. We
landed at a small encampment of
Machigangas, built a fire against
